Two (2) additional individuals received awards 

for their Lifetime Achievements & Support of the Virginia Green Travel program. Finally, all of the 

winners competed in the 2nd annual Virginia Green Travel People’s Choice Awards on social media, 

and the top 5 are listed below. The awards were presented on March 21st during the conference 

reception, co-hosted by Virginia Tourism Corporation’s Rita McClenny and Joel Rubin of Joel Rubin 

Communications and the WINDSdays project in Virginia Beach.
